• Engage the parents of our opponent in an insulting, demeaning or hostile manner.  

• Engage in any kind or type of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach,

• Use tobacco or alcohol at any practice or game. 

• Interfere at any time with the duties and responsibilities of the coach or manager. 

• Act in any manner which is detrimental to the team or the Northern Panhandle
